MUSIC REMINDER  
Students are required to learn their music prior to arriving in Louisville, KY on 

Wednesday.  Students must bring their music with them!  
If students leave their music, they will be asked to purchase additional copies at 

the convention.  They MUST have their music.  
 
 
 

CONCERT DRESS REQUIREMENT FOR ALL SINGERS  
All singers are to wear solid black on the lower half of their body.  It is preferred 

that student wear black dress pants with black socks, and low or flat heeled, 
black closed-toe, closed-heel shoes.  (no sneakers, clogs, sandals, flip flops, 

mules, slings, or high heels will be allowed).   The idea if for their lower half to 
all look exactly the same as everyone….solid black.  If girls wear a black skirt, it 

must be at least knee length and they must wear OPAQUE black tights with 
closed-heel, closed-toe dress shoes with no more than 1”heels.   

 
A royal blue embroidered polo shirt will be distributed to each singer at 

registration. This should be worn TUCKED in for the performance.  No other 
noticeable jewelry or hair accessories will be allowed.  

 
If you hair touches your collar, it must be pulled back away from the face with a 

simple braid, elastic or clip. 
 

Reminder of Chaperone Requirements 
Each singer must have a designated chaperone at all rehearsals (except the closed 
rehearsals on Saturday, when chaperones will be instructed to wait in the lobby 
area).  Each singer will receive one chaperone badge at registration to be worn 

for admittance to all rehearsals and activities.
